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ABSTRACT

First of all, by asking forgiveness from Allah SWT, here I try to reveal the signs of Allah's greatness
regarding what happened in the thirteenth year of prophethood on Friday 12 Rabi'ul Awal 1 H/622
AD based on photons, quarks and the molecular structure of nucleic acids. or deoxyribonucleic acid

""...Indeed a mosque that was founded on the basis of piety (Quba mosque), from the first day
onwards is more worthy for you to pray in it..."" (At-Taubah, 108).

In an effort to unmask what happened in the thirteenth year of prophethood on Friday 12 Rabi'ul
early 1 H/622 AD based on photons, quarks and deoxyribonucleic acid or deoxyribonucleic acid or
the molecular structure of nucleic acids.

'Ubaidillah, Abu 'Ubaidillah bin Jarrah, Argam bin Abil Arqam, Fatimah bin Khathab (Umar bin



Khathab's sister), Said bin Zaid Al 'Adawi (husband of Fatimah bin Khathab.

These friends who received the title As Saabiquunal awwalun, namely the former people who first
converted to Islam.

This secret preaching was carried out for approximately three years.

So here the Messenger of Allah did not involve himself directly with the Quraysh infidels under the
leadership of Walid bin Mughirah to spread Islam, but was outside the system of the polytheists and
Quraysh infidels.

TEN YEARS OF THE PROPHET MUHAMMAD'S STRUGGLE IN MECCA

THE FIRST PLEDGE OF AQABAH STATEMENT OF THE YATSRIB (MADINAH)
ENTERING ISLAM

Well, the statement of converting to Islam from the Aus and Khazraj tribes from Yathrib (now
Medina).

Where the Yathrib people are Abu al-Haitsam bin Thayyiban, Abu Umamah Asad bin Zujarah, 'Auf
bin Harith, Rafi' bin Malik bin 'Ajlan, Qutbah bin 'Amir bin Hadidah and Jabir bin 'Abdullah bin
Rubab. They converted to Islam in a place called Aqabah.

A year later, twelve Yathrib people came to embrace Islam in the same place.

THE SECOND AQABAH PLEDGE THE PEOPLE OF YATSRIB (MADINAH) INVITE,
GIVE GUARANTEES AND PROTECT THE PROPHET MUHAMMAD IN YATSRIB
(MADINAH)

Well, now we continue to unravel the secret behind the verse: "...And those who are weak, both men,
women and children who all pray: O our Lord, get us out of this land (Mecca) unjust people..." (An-Nisa,

It turned out that in the twelfth year of prophethood, seventy-two Muslims came from Yathrib
during the pilgrimage season and accepted Islam, and at the same time invited the Prophet to come
to Yathrib.
